They engage in a quest for understanding.

Sigma is the initial letter of the Greek word, SPOUDE, (spoo-day), which signifies earnestness.  Earnestness is enthusiasm measured by achievement, reason and sincerity.  It is that dynamic quality which is essential for all great achievements. Persons who reflect earnestness inspire confidence, invite action, and generate progress.  

To each of you, much has been given. Of each of you, accordingly, much is expected.  I ask each of you to accept Honor, Wisdom, and Earnestness as principles to guide and stimulate your personal conduct every day of your life.
