
Only students of AACSB- 
accredited business schools 
are eligible for membership.

Of that select group of 
students, only 10% are 
invited into membership as 
undergraduates, some as 
early as sophomore year.

All Doctoral candidates 
are eligible to join once 
program requirements have 
been completed.
